· You must be pursuing a degree in Construction Management or pursuing a degree in Civil Engineering with a recognized major in Construction Management.  

· You must currently have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.7 for the $2000 awards; you must be a student in good standing for the $1000 awards, and provide official transcripts of all undergraduate and graduate work.

· You may not have previously received any scholarship award from the CMAA Northern California Chapter or more than one scholarship award from the CMAA National Foundation.

· You must be available to attend the CMAA Northern California Chapter Scholarship/Awards Banquet on Thursday April 19, 2012 at the Marines Memorial Club Hotel, 609 Sutter Street, San Francisco, CA 94102.
· No Hand Deliveries of Applications are accepted.
